Taping plan: before making hinges, seal
these raw edges of all panels with 3”
wide tape (8'side of rectangles, 4’ side
and ‘points’ of triangles).

Connect 3 panels, with a tight
hinge and a loose hinge to make a
“half-wall.” The loose hinge for
walls has a gap equal to the
thickness of your panel. Note
which side of the panels the tape
goes on in the “first step” or
"inseam” of each hinge, this puts
the logos on the inside of the yurt.
